Life after prostate cancer

Beating prostate cancer is a patient’s top priority. Living 

with the potential long-term side effects of incontinence 

and erectile dysfunction can be an ongoing concern.  

In order to remove the cancer, the mechanisms in your 

body that help control urine flow and the ability to get  

an erection may be damaged.  

Most men regain continence and erectile function over 

time.1,5 For those who do not fully regain their continence  

or erectile function, there are options available to  

restore normalcy. 

The good news is that there are 
treatment options that can help.



Fix your incontinence

While men often experience stress urinary 

incontinence (leaking of urine) immediately following 

prostate cancer treatment, the leakage usually 

resolves within weeks or several months.1 When 

bladder leakage persists beyond several months, 

you should consult your doctor. Long-term treatment 

options include the AdVance™ XP Male Sling System 

and the AMS 800™ Urinary Control System (AUS).  

The AUS has been the gold standard 
treatment for male bladder leakage for 

more than 40 years and over 180,000  
have been implanted worldwide.2



The AMS 800™ Urinary Control System is  

placed inside the body. A saline-filled cuff keeps  

the urethra closed and a pump in the scrotum  

allows urination on demand.

The AdVance™ XP Male Sling System is a small sling 
made of soft mesh implanted inside the body to reposition 
the urethra and provide support to surrounding muscles.  
This can help to keep the urethra closed, especially  
when coughing, sneezing and lifting.

Erectile dysfunction (ED) is known to be a potential 

complication following surgical and non-surgical 

prostate cancer treatments. With nerve-sparing 

procedures, some men may regain their previous 

level of erectile function, although it may take up 

to a year.5 The journey is different for every man, 

and some may not recover their ability to have a 

natural erection. However, it is important to know 

that there are both short-term and long-term 

solutions that can be effective in treating ED.

Know all your options — there is hope for 

nearly every man living with ED. You don’t have 

to suffer in silence. Treatment options include 

oral medications, vacuum devices, suppositories, 

injections and penile implants. These treatments 

work differently for different people, and some 

may be more effective than others for you.
