Your implanted heart rhythm device is designed to work
properly around most appliances and equipment.

Most things you handle or
work near every day will
not cause a problem.
However, people with all
types of implanted devices
do need to be aware that
their device can be affected
by electromagnetic

interference (EMI).

What is EMI?

EMI is the term used to describe the effect
of an electromagnetic field on the operation
of an implanted heart rhythm device.
Electromagnetic fields are invisible lines of
force due to a combination of electrical
fields (produced by voltage) and magnetic
fields (produced by current flow) that an
object emits. EMI occurs when the signals
from an electromagnetic field temporarily
interfere with the intended operation of the
implanted device.

Some items we use in our everyday lives

create electromagnetic fields. If you have an
implanted heart device and get too close to
certain items, EMI could affect your device.

How could EMI affect my device?

In some cases, an implanted device may
sense the electromagnetic signals produced
by some objects and misinterpret them as

a rapid signal coming from your heart.



» A pacemaker (including the pacemaker
contained within a defibrillator) may
interpret the signals as your heart rhythm.
It may respond by withholding its pacing.

« A defibrillator may interpret the signals as
a heart rhythm that needs therapy. This
could cause the device to deliver a shock
that you don't need. In rare cases, the
device could withhold a necessary shock.

The effects of EMI are temporary. The
closer your implanted device is to the item,
the stronger the effect. The farther away,
the less effect you will experience. EMI
effects do not usually harm your device.

How can a magnet affect my device?

A magnet can also cause your implanted
device to respond differently if your device
gets within 6 inches of the magnet. Your
defibrillator will respond to a magnet based
on how your doctor has programmed your
device to respond. A pacemaker will respond
by temporarily pacing at a different pre-set
rate. Ask your doctor for more information.

Note: If you have a defibrillator, some
strong magnetic fields may cause your
device to make beeping tones. If you hear
beeping tones from your device, you should:

« Immediately move away from the object
that may be causing the beeping.

« Call your doctor to report the beeping.

Which items are safe to use?
Which items shouldn’t I use?

The listing in this brochure gives a broad
overview of which items are safe, which
to use precautions with, and which items
you should not use. This table includes
some of the most common items that
cause interference. It does not include
every item that you handle or work near.

Talk to your doctor if you have more questions
about a specific appliance, tool, medical
procedure, or piece of equipment. Be sure

to ask your doctor if you should follow any
special instructions not listed here. For more

cQué es una IEM?

IEM es el término usado para describir el
efecto de un campo electromagnético en el
funcionamiento de un dispositivo implantado
para el ritmo cardiaco. Los campos
electromagnéticos son lineas de fuerza
invisibles generados por una combinacion de
campos eléctricos (producidos por el voltaje)
y los campos magnéticos (producidos por el
flujo de corriente) que emite un objeto. La
IEM se produce cuando las sefnales de un
campo electromagnético interfieren
temporalmente con el funcionamiento
deseado del dispositivo implantado.

Algunos elementos que usamos en nuestra
vida diaria generan campos electromagnéticos.
Si tiene un dispositivo cardiaco implantado y
se acerca demasiado a determinados objetos,
la IEM puede afectar al dispositivo.

¢De qué manera una IEM puede
afectar al dispositivo?

En algunos casos, un dispositivo implantado
puede detectar las sefnales electromagnéticas
emitidas por algunos objetos e interpretarlas
de manera errbnea como una sefal rapida
que viene del corazon.



e Un marcapasos (incluso el marcapasos
que esta dentro del desfibrilador) puede
interpretar las sehales como si fueran
del ritmo cardiaco. Puede responder
reteniendo la electroestimulacion cardiaca.

« Un desfibrilador puede interpretar las
sefhales como de un ritmo cardiaco que
necesita tratamiento. Esto puede provocar
que el dispositivo produzca una descarga
que usted no necesita. En muy pocos
casos, el dispositivo puede retener una
descarga necesaria.

Los efectos de la IEM son pasajeros. Cuanto
mas cerca esté el dispositivo implantado del
elemento, mas intenso sera el efecto. Cuanto
mas alejado esté, menor serd el efecto que
experimentara. Normalmente, la IEM no
ocasiona danos en el dispositivo.

¢De qué manera puede afectar un
iman al dispositivo?

Un iman también puede ocasionar que el
dispositivo implantado responda de manera
diferente si el dispositivo esta a menos de

6 pulgadas (15 cm) del iman. El desfibrilador
respondera a un iman segin cémo el
médico haya programado el dispositivo para
que responda. Un marcapasos respondera
mediante una electroestimulacion cardiaca
provisoria a un ritmo diferente establecido
previamente. Para obtener mas informacion,
consulte a su médico.

Nota: Sitiene un desfibrilador, algunos
campos magnéticos potentes pueden
provocar que el dispositivo emita alarmas
sonoras. Si las escucha, debe:

« Alejarse de inmediato del objeto que puede
estar haciendo que suene la alarma

« Llamar a su médico para informar sobre la
activacion de la alarma

¢Cudales son los elementos seguros
que puedo usar? ;Cudales son los
elementos que no deberia usar?
